SCHOOL RULES

DRIVERS LICENCE/VEHICLES

· Proof of drivers licence must be handed in at office if vehicle is parked on school premises.
· Vehicles must be parked in front of school hall – NOT on school premises.

· Scooters next to cricket nets.

· Doctor’s appointments after school.

ABSENTEES

· Only with WRITTEN consent by subject teacher during lesson time.

· Letter of absence to be handed in on day of return to school.

· No truancy.

· Medical certificate handed in at office in case of illness during exam/test.

· Letters from clinic will not be accepted.

DISCIPLINE

Code of conduct is within school law and transgressions are therefore liable to punishment.

Every learner has the right to education up to his/her grade 9 year/15 years of age.

Every citizen has the right to freedom of speech.

Learners have the right of private ownership unless the item is prohibited by school rules.

Educators have the right to be treated with respect.

Learners may not encroach on education/lesson time.

Educators have the right to reprimand transgressors/ill manners.
No learner may encroach on the professional level of the teacher.

It is the responsibility of parents/guardians/educators to ensure that school rules are imposed.

Disciplinary measures are determined by the grade of transgressions as stipulated by the school law.

Transgression of a law of the country, while a learner is in school uniform or while a learner is busy taking part in a school related activity, is regarded as a transgression of the school rules and will be dealt with as such.

Disciplinary system will be handed out and the execution thereof will be seen as educational assistance.
